Comparing Numbers to 5

Guidance

Children continue to understand that when comparing
numbers, one quantity can be more than, the same as or
fewer than another quantity.

Use a range of representations to support this
understanding and encourage the children to compare
quantities using a variety of objects and representations.
Support the children to make comparisons in different
contexts as they play.

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Prompts for Learning

Show the children 3 fingers - ask them how many fingers?
Can they hold up 3?
Can they hold up more than 3 fingers?
Is there more than one way to do this?
Can they hold up fewer than 3 fingers?
How many do they have?

Working with a small group, provide each child with a plate
and give them each a handful of snack such as grapes or
crackers. Does everyone have the same? Is it fair?
Encourage them to notice that some children have more
snack and some have less and to share out the snack fairly.
Can they check that everyone now has the same?
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Provide opportunities to compare smaller quantities of large
iterns with larger quantities of smallitems to help children
make the distinction between size and quantity.
